INTRODUCTION

Last Sunday we started studying the Apostle Paul’s first letter
to the Corinthians.

And we saw that the Corinthian church was not an example of
holiness and faithfulness to God. This church had many
problems, and that’'s exactly why the Apostle Paul wrote them
this letter.

And they weren’t minor, insignificant problems, but quite
sensitive problems.

They had problems along the lines of moral and doctrinal
issues, and with being loyal to men before God; problems of
legal matters between the brethren, and rejecting Paul’'s
apostolic authority.

What would our reaction be, facing a church with such
problems?

In general what’s our reaction to difficulties in both our church as
well as the church at large?

Various reactions are possible:

Some, at seeing the problems of the church, simply take an
indifferent attitude. The church's problems are a matter for
the leaders (pastors), whereas they don't affect me. They
would need to fix the problems as best they can, and confront
and solve the problems and needs of the church. They are the
ones who have to give an account to God.

INTRODUCCION

El domingo anterior empezamos a estudiar la primera carta del apdstol
Pablo a los Corintios.

Y vimos que la iglesia en Corinto no era un ejemplo de santidad y fidelidad
a Dios. Esta iglesia tenia muchos problemas, es precisamente por esta razon
que el apostol Pablo les dirige esta carta.

Y no eran problemas insignificantes sino problemas bien delicados:

Tenian problemas de orden moral, doctrinal, de lealtad a los hombres antes
que a Dios, problemas legales entre los hermanos, de rechazo a la autoridad
apostolica de Pablo.

(Cudl seria nuestra reaccion ante una iglesia con semejantes problemas?

(Por lo general, cudl es nuestra reaccion ante las dificultades que se
presentan tanto en nuestra iglesia como en la iglesia en general?

Se pueden presentar varias reacciones:

1. Algunos ante los problemas de la iglesia sencillamente toman una
actitud indiferente. Los problemas de la iglesia, son asunto de los
lideres (pastores), mientras no me afecte a mi, que ellos que se las
arreglen como mejor puedan, que ellos enfrenten y solucionen los
problemas y necesidades de la iglesia, ellos son quienes tienen que dar
cuenta a Dios.




With this attitude people think they can just pile up the
problems and difficulties the church experiences, and
therefore be free of the problems' painful consequences.

They assume that it's better to stay on the outskirts of
problems so as not to disturb others or themselves.

They prefer to stay on the outskirts because to get involved
requires commitment, time, sacrifice and letdown.

But having an indifferent attitude toward the problems of the
church doesn't free anyone from the church's problems.

An indifferent attitude toward the church's difficulties is proof
that the person's problem is more serious than the church's
problem, that they're not interested in the church, or even
worse, that they aren't part of the Lord's church.

First and foremost the church is a vital organism (it's not a
club). The Holy Spirit compares the church to the human body
in chapter 12:12-26 of this same letter.

The church is a body, a vital organism, composed of many
members who are closely interrelated, that is, there's a mutual
dependence. What happens to the least significant of those
members necessarily affects the whole body. And vice versa:
what happens to the body necessarily affects each and every
one of its members.

That's the conclusion the Apostle Paul comes to in 1
Corinthians 12:26:

And if one member suffers, all the members suffer with it; if
one member is honored, all the members rejoice with it.

Therefore, if we remain indifferent to the problems of the
church, if they don't affect us, if they don't pain us, if we don't
make any effort to try to solve them, if we don't intercede, that

Con esta actitud las personas piensan que se pueden poner por encima
de los problemas y dificultades que experimenta la iglesia, que por lo
tanto se pueden librar de las consecuencias dolorosas de estos.

La iglesia ante todo es un organismo vital (no es un club), el Espiritu
Santo compara la iglesia con el cuerpo humano en el capitulo 12:12-26
de esta misma carta.

La iglesia es un cuerpo, un organismo vital, compuesto por muchos
miembros, que estamos estrechamente interrelacionados, es decir, que
hay una mutua dependencia, que lo que le suceda al “mas
insignificante” de los miembros, necesariamente afecta a todo el cuerpo.
Y viceversa lo que le pase al cuerpo necesariamente afecta a todos y
cada uno de los miembros.

Esta es la conclusion a la que llega el apdstol Pablo, 1 Co. 12:26:

"De manera que si un miembro padece,
todos los miembros se duelen con él,

v si un miembro recibe honra,

todos los miembros con él se gozan."

Por lo tanto, si permanecemos indiferentes ante los problemas de la
iglesia; si no nos afectan, si no nos duelen, si no hacemos ningin




is a proof that the problems of the indifferent person are even
more serious than the problems of the church itself. It means
that the church is of no interest to the person, or even more
serious, they're not part of the Lord's church.

Therefore we must be very careful with an indifferent attitude
when addressing the problems and difficulties present in the
church.

2. Others take a severely critical attitude, a destructively
critical attitude, toward the problems in the church. They
focus exclusively on inflating the problems (adding fuel to
the fire). They see only the negative, they don't take into
account the positive aspects.

The whole time they're criticizing as much what is done as
what is left undone, they do nothing themselves. The whole
time they're busy looking at and talking about the deficiencies
of others and not their own. The whole time they're placing
blame in order to justify their own offenses.

3. Others, at seeing the problems of the church, find the
perfect excuse to not be a part of the church.

They find the perfect excuse for not committing to the church,
for limiting their Christian life to an individual level. They find
the perfect excuse to justify their sin.

In the first letter to the Corinthians we can appreciate the
reaction of a true man of God, as the Apostle Paul was, to the
serious problems in the Corinthian church.

1. The First thing Paul does is inform them that the church
is God's in verse 2: to the church of God which is at
Corinth.

Last Sunday we did an approximation of that reality. But
because of the importance that has for the life of the church
and for each one of us, we need to look more carefully at the

Todo el tiempo estdn ocupados mirando y
hablando sobre las deficiencias de los demas y no las propias. Todo el
tiempo estan buscando culpables para asi justificar sus propias faltas.

3. Otros ante los problemas de la iglesia: Encuentran la excusa perfecta
para no hacer parte de la iglesia.

Encuentran la excusa perfecta para no comprometerse con la iglesia;
para limitar su vida cristiana solamente al plano individual.
Encuentran la excusa perfecta para justificar su pecado.

En la primera carta a los Corintios podemos apreciar cual fue la reaccion de
un verdadero hombre de Dios, como lo fue el apdstol Pablo, ante los graves
problemas que se presentaban en la iglesia de Corinto.

1. Pablo lo primero que hace es advertir que la iglesia es de Dios v.2: “4
la iglesia de Dios que esta en Corinto”.

El domingo anterior hicimos una aproximacion a esta realidad. Pero por la
importancia que tiene para la vida de la iglesia y de cada uno de nosotros, es
necesario que miremos con mas detenimiento las implicaciones précticas de




practical implications of this fundamental truth, that the church
is God's.

Paul (inspired by the Holy Spirit) states that the Corinthian
church with all its many serious problems hadn't stopped
belonging to God.

He states that the Corinthian church, with all its many
problems hadn't been rejected by God. God, in spite of their
sin, kept speaking to them, calling them to repentance — He's
perfecting the church.

But here the most important thing is identifying the practical
results that produced this truth in Paul's attitude toward the
church. How did Paul act in light of that truth?

In the same way, in light of this truth and the example of a true
man of God, each one of us should adopt the right attitude,
the truly Christian attitude, when facing the diverse problems
and needs the church of God has in our time.

And when | speak of the church of God | am referring in the
first place to our community, Iglesia Cristiana de Gracia y Amor.

1. Because the church is God's, Paul doesn't abandon the
church to its own luck. Because the church is God's, Paul
isn't indifferent to the situation in the Corinthian church.
Rather, he feels like the problems the church is
experiencing are his own. And those problems not only
affect him, they not only cause him pain, but what's more,
in view of the reality of the problems, Paul spares no effort
in seeking solutions.

But the validity of the apostle's attitude is certain, because it's
in spite of the fact that an important part of the church was
against him, was rejecting his ministry, was doubting his ability
and authority as a ministry of God; that some had started a
campaign to discredit the Apostle Paul.

Para que igual, a la luz de esta verdad y del ejemplo de un verdadero
hombre de Dios, cada uno de nosotros adopte la actitud correcta, la actitud
verdaderamente cristiana frente a los diversos problemas y necesidades que
tiene la iglesia de Dios en nuestro tiempo.

Y cuando hablo de la iglesia de Dios me refiero en primer lugar a nuestra
comunidad (I.C.G.A.)

1. Porque la iglesia es de Dios Pablo no abandona a la iglesia a su
propia suerte. Porque la iglesia es de Dios Pablo no es indiferente a la
situacion que vive la iglesia en Corinto. Sino que siente como propios
los problemas que ella experimenta. Y estos problemas no solo le
afectan, no solo le causan dolor, sino que ademads ante la realidad de los
problemas, Pablo no ahorra esfuerzos en la bisqueda de soluciones.

Pero el valor de esta actitud del apodstol estd determinada, porque es a
pesar de que una parte importante de la iglesia estaba en contra de ¢€l, de
que rechazaban su ministerio, de que ponian en duda su capacidad y
autoridad como ministro de Dios, de que algunos habian iniciado una
campafia para desprestigiar al apostol Pablo.




The Corinthian church had enormously disappointed Paul, but
none of all those serious disappointments was enough reason
to diminish his love and commitment to serve the church of
God in Corinth.

But it's very important to state that this love and commitment
to serve that Paul had for the church didn't mean that he
would be tolerant of sin in the church. That didn't mean he
would turn a blind eye to the church's serious problems.

He starts the letter clearly telling them the nature of the church
in verse 2: to those who have been sanctified in Christ Jesus,
saints by calling...

Paul reminds them that by divine intervention, by the
sovereign intervention of God, they had been sanctified. That
is, they were literally set apart, consecrated to a specific end.
And what is that end? Being saints/holy, that is, set apart for
God, set apart to live for God's glory.

In other words, he's telling them, "You are God's church, and
as His church that you are, you can't live in sin.

"Because you are the church of God, you can't continue all
those practices contrary to God's will.

"You, as the church of God that you are, have to conform your
lives to the holy nature of God. And that's the purpose with
which he wrote this letter of correction to them.

This shows us how the love, commitment and service toward
the church are not synonyms of tolerance of sin, but
necessarily imply the need to confront and correct practices
that are in obvious opposition to God's law. Because the
church is God's, zeal for the holiness of the church should be
maintained.

La iglesia de Corinto habia decepcionado enormemente a Pablo, pero
ninguna de todas estas graves decepciones fue razon suficiente para
disminuir su amor y su compromiso de servicio para con la iglesia de
Dios en Corinto.

Pero es muy importante advertir, que este amor y compromiso de
servicio que Pablo tiene para con la iglesia, no significa que ¢l sea
tolerante con el pecado de la iglesia, esto no significa que ¢l se haga el
de la vista gorda ante los graves problemas de la iglesia.

El inicia la carta advirtiéndoles con toda claridad el caracter de la iglesia
v.2 "a los santificados en Cristo Jesus, llamados a ser santo...”

Pablo les recuerda que por la intervencion divina, por la intervencion
soberana de Dios ellos han sido santificados, es decir, literalmente
apartados, consagrados para un fin especifico, y ;cudl es ese fin? Ser
santos, es decir, apartados para Dios, apartados para vivir para la gloria
de Dios.

En otras palabras les estd diciendo, ustedes son la iglesia de Dios y
como iglesia de Dios que son, no pueden vivir en pecado.

Porque ustedes son la iglesia de Dios no pueden continuar con todas
esas practicas contrarias a la voluntad de Dios.

Ustedes como iglesia de Dios que son, tienen que conformar sus vidas al
caracter santo de Dios. Y con este proposito es que les escribe esta carta
de correccion.

Esto nos muestra como el amor, el compromiso, el servicio por la
iglesia, no es sinébnimo de tolerancia del pecado, sino que implica
necesariamente confrontar y corregir las practicas que estan en evidente
oposicion a la ley de Dios. Porque la iglesia es de Dios se debe
mantener el celo por la santidad de la iglesia.




2. Because the church is God's, Paul wants the best for
the church. Verse 3: Grace to you and peace from God our
Father and the Lord Jesus Christ

The Apostle Paul, considering the great disappointment the
Corinthian church caused him, could well have demanded
that God bring justice, that God somehow confirm his dignity
as an apostle to the Corinthians, and that they should
recognize they'd caused him harm.

But Paul, before that, what he longed for for the Corinthian
church is the best of God's blessings: Grace to you and peace
from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ

Grace: that is, God's favor in all its dimensions and which
becomes apparent in His great mercy, kindness and
forgiveness.

And peace from God: well-being, prosperity — in a word, the
fullness of God.

Can one desire anything better for a person?

This is the proof that Paul held no resentment against the
Corinthians. And the only reason for that is that he is
conscious that the church first of all belongs to God.

How many complaints and resentments do you have against
the church for disappointing many minors?

3. Because the church is God's, Paul prays without
ceasing for the church; he gives thanks to God for the
Corinthian church. Verse 4: | thank my God always
concerning you, for the grace of God which was given you
in Christ Jesus

4. Because the church is God's, Paul recognizes the
good, positive things the church has.

3. Porque la iglesia es de Dios Pablo ora continuamente a favor de la

4. Porque la iglesia es de Dios Pablo reconocer las cosas buenas,
positivas que tiene la iglesia, v.5-7:

The Apostle Paul not only states and draws their attention
to the deficiencies and problems of the Corinthian church,
but with great appeal he recognizes their virtues and gives
thanks to God for them.

CONCLUSION

The church is God's, is what God's Word declares to us.

This reality necessarily has to determine our attitude, our
affections and our commitment to the church.

e Because the church is God's we can't remain
indifferent when facing the problems and needs of our
church. Even less can we adopt a destructively critical
attitude. But we have to commit ourselves, involve
ourselves in the quest for solutions and in intercession.

e Because the church is God's, we will not hold
resentments against the church. We won't speak ill of the
church, but in spite of the disappointment it has caused
us, we'll stay committed to working to build up the
church.

e Because the church is the Lord's, we'll be zealous for
holiness, and this zeal will begin in each one of us.

e Because the church is the Lord's, we'll serve with the
gifts, talents and resources that God Himself has given
us, serving with enthusiasm in spite of criticism.

e Because the church is the Lord's, we won't abandon
